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Background Information 

What is Womens Health Matters?

Womens Health Matters (WHM) has been established since 1988. It was set up as a service provided by women for women.

The organisation actively works to promote the health of the whole person and to provide a comprehensive and accessible service. We work with women to ensure that they are aware of the choices that are available to them so that they feel in control of their own health. The work that the organisation does in local neighbourhoods offers an opportunity to develop women’s skills and confidence, as well as an increasing knowledge and awareness about health.

WHM believes that it is essential to listen to the concerns of women and to support women in relation to issues that effect their physical and emotional wellbeing.

In order to do this the organisation uses a community development approach to working with women in communities. This approach is characterised by an emphasis on expressed needs, is based outside the medical profession and uses a definition of health which includes individual, social and environmental elements. Most community health development concentrates on working with groups, and recognises that working together with other women is an important dimension in improving health.

The organisation recognises that there are many factors that affect women’s ability to lead healthy lives including housing, family and personal relationships and employment. Living on low income is one of the single most important factors affecting women’s health.

Women often experience barriers when they try to access services and Womens Health Matters aims to reach women who may avoid conventional health services for a variety of reasons including age, class, culture, disability, religious belief or sexual orientation.

An evaluation report (What Matters? An assessment of a community development approach to women’s health, 1999) identified that WHM’s strengths included a commitment to women’s centred work as well as a strong connection to local communities. Community based and individual support work are seen as unique parts to the work that WHM does.  

What is ‘Include’?

Include is a part of Womens Health Matters. It is funded under the national Sure Start Plus initiative. Its aim is to reduce social exclusion among teenage parents and their children.  Leeds is one of twenty areas which are piloting this work.

“There are two main elements to what Sure Start Plus programmes will offer:

· personal support and advice for teenagers who discover that they are pregnant, so that they can make responsible and well-informed decisions according to their individual circumstances

· co-ordination of a new support package for young parents, both mothers and fathers, tailored to individual needs, to help them with such matters as healthcare, parenting skills, education, childcare and housing

In addition Sure Start Plus will look at:

· reshaping existing services to make them more user-friendly and effective for teenagers, especially those who are pregnant

· filling gaps in services, especially childcare

The Sure Start Plus pilots will need to be driven by strong leadership and strategic input from the Health Action Zone team.  One-to-one support for pregnant teenagers and teenage mothers and fathers will be provided by one or more Sure Start Plus Advisers (depending on the size of the pilot).”

Women’s Health Matters is funded to employ the two Advisors who will provide the personal support and co-ordination aspects of the programme in the city.  Other aspects of the programme will be delivered by: Leeds Health Promotion Service (core and targeted training for health and social care workers); Termination of Pregnancy Service (“young people friendly” package of treatment and support); Parentcraft Department (parenting skills initiatives within the community); and the Under 8’s Service (childcare scheme).

Philosophy

· the advisors will be working a way which is sensitive to the position in which young women find themselves and aims to empower them

· woman/young person centred

· non judgmental – too many young mothers feel judged

· non directive - trying to help a young woman to find the right way of life for her and her child – she is the expert
· sees them as young adults with adult responsibilities and all the needs and interests of young people

· supportive

· confidential

· starting where the young woman is
What Include offers: 

One to one support for young women (under 18 years) who are mothers, are pregnant or think they may be pregnant.  

There are just two advisors for the whole city, therefore we work closely with other agencies such as the Specialist Learning Mentors, Housing Support Workers etc to ensure that our limited staff resources reach those young women most in need of help and support.  We aim to complement the work done by other agencies not replace or duplicate it.

This support takes the form of offering advice and working with young women to enable them to access the services which they might not other wise feel confident about accessing.

We are developing a database of organisations and services all around the city which may be of use to young women and will be able to give young women information about services they can use or accompany them in making contact with relevant workers.

On a practical level the advisors offer pregnancy tests to young women who do not feel able to get them in any other way.

The service is delivered by a combination of telephone and outreach work and close liaison with other agencies.  As the project develops we hope to be involved in group-work and advocacy for the young women.

Unfortunately, due to limited staff we cannot offer:

· one to one, in depth counselling – although if a young woman is in need of counselling we can help her to find a counsellor 

· support to women aged eighteen and over.
Purpose of this Report

The purpose of this research is to establish data, which will be used as a baseline to evaluate Include, as required by the Surestart Unit.

The research is directed by the objectives and targets as set out in the Sure Start Plus Guidance. The main aim is to reduce the risk of social exclusion for young people who experience teenage pregnancy and parenthood. Key indicators for evaluation purposes are health status, social and emotional wellbeing, education, employment, poverty and strengthening families and communities.
Methodology
The research was conducted using quantitative research methods, mainly in the form of a questionnaire, but some information was gathered from statistics already collated by the Health Authority.  Quantitative research methods were chosen as the most effective way of conducting the research within the time limits. It also allowed us to reach a wide and diverse number of young women. We intend to follow the research up with qualitative more in-depth young women centred interviews, where the young women will be given time to tell us about their experiences in greater detail.

The research looked at the experiences of young women up to the age of 20, who have a child who was conceived before their 18th birthday. We decided to only look at the experiences of women who had already given birth rather than pregnant women as the majority of the targets related to this group.  The intention was to contact as many young women as we could and from a diverse a background as possible. Initially, the ‘include’ workers carried out a pilot of the research with ten young women. This experience was then evaluated. Workers from a multitude of agencies then attended a briefing session where the questionnaire and methodology was gone through. The workers attending the briefing then conducted the research over the next three weeks in their own organisations.

The questionnaire is split into two sections. The first section About You looks at the socio-economic position of the young women we interviewed. It also looks at ethnicity, disability and sexuality of the women.  This was principally for evaluation purposes but also allowed us to see if we were reaching a diverse group of young mothers and that the experiences of all women were heard and acknowledged. The second section looks at questions around the targets on which we are collating baseline data. 

The questionnaire was to be done on a voluntary basis, and women were told only to answer questions that they felt comfortable to answer. Confidentiality was explained to the young women and they were told that no one would know what they had written. The women were provided with an envelope to put the questionnaire in after they had finished and they were told to seal it. Their names were not asked for on the form. At the end of the questionnaire there is a section for women to give us their details if they want to be a part of the more in-depth interviews. They were asked to detach this and these were placed in a separate envelope so at no time were the forms identifiable.

The young women were given an information sheet along with their questionnaire to explain who we are and the purpose of the questionnaire. On the back of this were helpline numbers the women may find useful. This was included as we felt we were potentially raising issues for the young women (i.e. the question on domestic violence) and had a duty to signpost them to support.    

Whilst other organisations working in Leeds with young women who had experienced teenage pregnancy delivered the questionnaires within their own agencies, it was felt that the include workers should concentrate on reaching young women who were not accessing services, so that their experiences could be heard. We achieved this by going to supermarkets and shopping areas.

We conducted the pilot outside Morrisons in Hunslet, South Leeds. The main research was conducted in the city mostly we concentrated on the Market area and outside the Bond Street Centre near Boots. We also delivered the questionnaires in main shopping areas in Chapeltown and Harehills. These areas were chosen as they gave us access to a good cross section of socio economic class. 

The questionnaire was designed to be as user friendly as possible. We were concerned that some of the targets we were aiming to collate baseline data on could result in women giving us the answers that they thought we wanted to hear i.e. smoking, breast feeding. We were also aware that on these issues we didn’t want to come across as being judgmental, so a great deal of time was taken to word the questions in a way which minimised this. The question, for example on breast feeding (see appendix 1 page7 part D) asks “when did you first bottle feed” rather than “how long did you breast feed”.  

Carrying Out The Questionnaire

The methodology used was chosen as the most suitable in light of the constraints of this piece of research.  However it did come with some limitations.  These are outlined below.

When accessing the young women on the streets there was occasionally an issue with confidentiality. Sometimes partners or mothers of the young women were present. Although we did state to the young women that they should fill out the questionnaire alone, this didn’t always happen, so confidentiality was compromised. This may have an effect on how the women could answer certain questions i.e. domestic violence and relationship with family/ partner.

One of our main aims was to reach a diverse a group of young women as possible. This was achieved to a certain extent with targeting women who were not accessing services. However, we did not access as many Asian young mothers as we had hoped.  This was despite making a number of attempts to do so including, e.g. asking Haamla  (the Asian women’s maternity service) to contact the young women working with them.

The main areas covered by the questionnaire were southern and central Leeds.  It was our intention to cover more areas of the city (we made attempts to conduct the research in both east and west Leeds) but found getting permission to do this difficult.  The women who filled in the questionnaire in the city had come into town from all over the city which negates this difficulty to some extent. 

Research Pilot

The research pilot was carried out with the final draft of the questionnaire. The main aims of the pilot were:

1. To assess the usability of the questionnaires by the young women.

2.  To evaluate if the information we were receiving from the questionnaire was what we were wanting.

3. To look at the best way of targeting ‘hard to reach’ young women.

As we wanted to reach young women who were not using services in Leeds we decided to conduct the pilot of the questionnaire in Morrisons in Hunslet. We felt that shopping for food was a necessity for young women and Morrisons seemed to be the place in our locality where they went.

We did two sessions at Morrisons which lasted for an hour and a half each. We accessed 12 young women in this time. All the young women we approached were happy to participate in the interview. All appeared to have little problem in understanding and completing the questionnaire and fed back to us that it was clear and user friendly. 

The main problem we found in conducting the research in this way was on occasion the fathers of the baby (or relatives and friends) were with the mothers and we didn’t want the questionnaire influenced by their presence. This was particularly pertinent in relation to the questions dealing with relationships, most notably domestic violence. We used various techniques to distract attention away from the women but did not always succeed.  This must be borne in mind when analysing responses to these questions.  The most likely effect would be to minimise the young women’s experiences in these areas. 

Some changes were made to the draft questionnaire after the pilot as we felt more clarity was needed around certain questions. However the overall feedback we received from the young women was very positive and they found the questionnaire easy to use and valuing of their experience. 

The evaluation and collation of the pilot statistics showed that with minor changes the information we were getting from the questionnaires was what we required.

Who did we speak to

80 young women completed and returned the questionnaire.  In the “About You” section we asked them some questions about themselves and their situation.  

All the answers to these questions were self-defined by the respondents.

The Findings

Surestart Plus nationally has four objectives and these are broken down into fourteen targets.  We will look at all of these in turn giving a brief analysis of our findings.  We will also explain what questions were asked to get our results and detail any limitations with them.

Objective 1: improving health

Target 1 relates to teenagers’ awareness of Connexions advisers and Surestart Plus advisers.  The former does not yet exist and the latter have not begun to provide a service at the time this data was collated.  We were therefore unable to collect information on this target.  We have collected information on other services they were engaged with.

Target 2 is a reduction in the percentage of pregnant teenagers smoking during and after pregnancy.  We asked the young women if they smoked now, if they smoked during their pregnancy and if they had ever smoked.  We also asked them to quantify this.  If the women answered that they had given up smoking on finding out they were pregnant we asked them to tell us why.

Target 3 is an increase in the percentage of pregnant teenagers in contact with health services by 12th week of pregnancy.  We asked young women how far on in their pregnancy they realised they were pregnant and at how many weeks they first contacted a health professional.  We allowed for as broad a range of health workers as possible as we felt the important thing here was that the women were beginning to access antenatal care and thus have well managed pregnancies.

65% accessed health services on or before the twelfth week of pregnancy

30% had not accessed health services on or before the twelfth week of pregnancy

5% did not respond

10% did not know they were pregnant until they were at least 20 weeks into their pregnancy (this includes 2 young women who were 28 weeks when they realised that they were pregnant)

Target 4 is an increase in the percentage of teenage mothers breastfeeding for 6 weeks.  As explained in the methodology we felt it was important to ask young mothers how they had fed their babies in a way which did not leave them feeling judged or wanting in any way.  We therefore asked the young women when they first bottle-fed.  Because the issue of feeding a baby can be complicated and emotional we gave the women the opportunity to explain any experiences they had had which did not easily fit into one of the possible categories.

Target 5 is a reduction in the proportion of low birth weight babies born to teenage mothers.  Here we simply asked the weight of the baby.  It is not possible to extrapolate any clear conclusion from this data as birth weights are a complicated issue; taking a number of factors into account, e.g. gestational age.

In addition to this we used the following data from Child health records 01/01/98-21/12/2000 (babies born to under 18s in Leeds).

Total born 408

Total with low birth weights 40

Thus 10% of the young mothers gave birth to low birth weight babies.

This chart shows the birth weights of babies of our respondents.

Target 6 is a reduction in the rate of unplanned repeat conceptions, particularly among under 18s.  We asked the women if they had had any [image: image1.png]


other pregnancies and if so whether or not these had been planned.  In a separate section of the questionnaire we also asked them if they were using contraception and if not why.

Only 3 of the young women we spoke to said that the conceptions were planned.

The above figures do not add up to 100, reflecting the fact that a few women gave confused responses to this question.  This is dealt with more fully in the conclusion.

Objective 2: improving learning of teenage mothers and fathers and their children

It is important to note here that we are only working with young women and therefore did not target men with the questionnaire.  Where a man was present in the woman’s life (either the child’s father or a partner who was not the father) we asked the woman to give us information on his interaction with the child.  This information was not clearly expressed so we felt it was best to leave it out of this report.

Target 7 is an increase in the percentage of children of teenage mothers and fathers having access to good quality play and learning experiences.  We defined good quality play as the following; Mums and tots, playgroups, playgrounds/parks, private sector play facilities, Aquababies and other.  We asked which of these were available in the area the family lived in and then if they were used by the teenage parents.

80% had access to quality play facilities in their local area

20% did not

However we found that 88% of young women never accessed these facilities

Target 8 is an increase in the percentage of teenage mothers and fathers who read to their children.  Here we asked how often the mums and dads read to their children watch videos with them and do pretend play.  We included the last two activities in part to reduce possible guilt feelings and to get a more thorough picture of how teenagers are interacting with their children.

Target 9 is to increase the percentage of teenage mothers participating in education and obtaining qualification at NVQ Level 1 or above.

Objective 3: strengthening families and communities. 

Target 10 is a reduction in the incidence of family break up.  Here we asked how the young woman’s relationships with the following people had changed since discovering she was pregnant; mum, dad, carer siblings, baby’s father and partner.

23% of the young women said that one or more of their family relationships had broken down completely.

Another way of representing this information is to say that of the 480 relationships referred to, 39 had broken down completely.

Target 11 is a reduction in the incidence of domestic violence.  This was probably the most difficult of all the targets to get realistic responses on, we thought long and hard about how such a question could be asked in a questionnaire.  Finally we settled on asking the young woman to describe her relationship/s with the baby’s father and/or her partner.  

From these questions we found that:

18%
said they have violent rows with baby's father.

A further 16% described their relationship as arguing quite a lot with baby's father
Target 12 is a decrease in the percentage of the children of teenage mothers and fathers on the child protection register.  This information cannot be collated, as Social Services does not keep records of the dates of birth of parents of children on the child protection register. 

Target 13 is an increase in attendance by teenage mothers and fathers at parenting classes.  We took this to mean antenatal classes and asked the women if they had attended them and if not, what had discouraged them from doing so.

A variety of reasons were given, the three most common being; the attitude of the professionals, a belief that other women at the classes would be older and a feeling that the respondents already had all the information they needed.

Target 14 is an increase in the identification and appropriate support of all teenage mothers with post-natal depression.  This was another difficult area to gain worthwhile information on.  Post-natal depression can be narrowly defined in clinical terms: we felt this would be inappropriate and allowed for non-clinical self-diagnosis by giving the women the opportunity to circle one of the following faces:

Young Mothers Voices

The questionnaire was designed to give us information on the Surestart Plus Targets. We were concerned that this might leave the young mothers feeling inadequate or judged in some way. And that it did not give them a chance to have their voices heard. We added two open questions at the end of the questionnaire.

We have selected some of these to give a flavour of the comments made and to reflect our appreciation for the time the young women have given to us.

If you had one piece of advice to give to a pregnant teenager/teenage mum what would it be?

Conclusion
There are 20 Surestart Plus pilot schemes around the U.K that have been asked to collect locally particular baseline data. This will give the Surestart Plus initiative much more detailed information on the national picture and local differences and allow for evaluation of these projects.

At ‘include’ we did this via a questionnaire for the reasons outlined in the methodology. Until all of the pilots have submitted their results it is difficult to know how Leeds compares to the rest of the U.K. In general it seems that the figures confirm what people already believed from previous research and anecdotal evidence.

We have some reservations about some of the findings. With regard to domestic violence, it is difficult to know whether “argue quite a lot” is an acceptable response caused by living with the stress faced by anyone with a new baby and a lack of resources, or whether it is a more worrying finding. Some of the women had put that they know longer had contact with the father of the baby but they described their relationship with them as being one of violent rows. It may mean that contact was severed because of this reason, but this is only an assumption. The question around domestic violence, because of the limitations of quantitative data in looking at this subject, only looked at physical violence. However, as a project we realise that domestic violence can include physical, sexual, emotional and financial abuse of women. Hopefully, when we go on to do more in-depth interviews we may get a clearer view of what is happening here.

Similarly, there are problems with the figures on unplanned repeat conceptions. Because of confusion in the way this question was answered we can only say that 39% had had repeat conceptions. A repeat conception could be a planned and positive choice by a young woman. Again, perhaps the in-depth interviews will give a clearer picture of this.
